 For He is (Himself) our peace (our bond of unity and harmony). He has made us both (Jew 
and Gentile) one (body), and has broken down (destroyed, abolished) the hostile dividing wall 
between us (AMP). (Ephesians 2:14 ) 
Paul in this letter to the Ephesians reminds us of our original state: without hope and without 
God (Ephesians 2: 12). Paul reminds us that we were objects of God’s wrath (Ephesians 2:4), 
warranting of His indignation because of our sin. We were enemies of God, separated, out-
casts, with no light, deserving of judgement. 
Salvation was purely by grace, God’s mercy and kindness. We have now been made alive 
with Christ, in fellowship and union with God. He has made us sit together with God in the 
heavenly realms (Ephesians 2: 4-8) 
This reconciliation was possible because of: 

The blood of Christ - which brought us near to God (Ephesians 2: 13). 
The body of Christ- Through which he abolished the law (for the by the law is 
the knowledge of sin) Ephesians 2: 15. 
The cross – Through which He put to death our hostility toward God and one 
another, because of our sinful nature (Ephesians 2:16). 
 

Paul then explains that Jesus is our PEACE, by breaking down the barriers be-
tween us and God; we are now ONE in Christ, and we are now at PEACE with 
God.  Jesus unified mankind back to God. Jesus now unifies us with each other- 
every nation, tribe, tongue.  We, the gentiles that were not counted worthy, were 
joined together with the Jews through faith and have also become partakers of the 
promise. Hallelujah! 

The Spirit of Christ IS therefore the Spirit of Peace! Where there is peace, there is unity. 
Where Christ is lifted up and focused on, THERE MUST be peace and unity. 
Paul therefore stresses in Ephesians 4: 3 that we are to make every effort to keep the 
UNITY of the Spirit through the bond of PEACE.  For Bible says we have been given the 
ministry of reconciliation (2 Corinthians 18-19). When Jesus prayed in John 17:10, He 
asked God to protect us by the power of His name, so we may be one even as they were 
one.  Then again in versus 21-23, that we may be brought to complete UNITY. 
Every Christian should therefore make every effort to be at peace with his fellow brother 
for this pleases God, and Jesus even prayed specifically for this. For the Spirit of Christ 
IS the Spirit of peace. 
The blood, the cross, the body of Christ all speak of peace, unity, communion with God. 
These three are in agreement and do not condone bitterness, rage, anger, brawling, slan-
der, malice (Ephesians 4:31) which bring about disunity. 
The world does not have the Spirit of peace and hence the chaos we see every day. Jesus 
is the Prince of Peace and if we are striving to be like Him, then PEACE and UNITY 
should be products of our lives. Proverbs 3: 17 says “her ways are pleasant ways, and all 
her paths are peace…. 
He is our PEACE, He has made both ONE, He has broken down the middle wall of parti-
tion between us.
